ORDER GRANTING PETITION FOR COURT ORDERED 

INVOLUNTARY ADMISSION AND ORDER GRANTING 

REQUEST FOR FORCED MEDICATION

This matter having come before the Court on XXX, upon the XXX, Petition, all proper notices having been given regarding the above-named person alleged to be in a mental health crisis. The hearing was heard remotely by audiovisual technology pursuant to Nevada Supreme Court Rule Part IX-B. Deputy District Attorney, XXX, Esq., was present by video conference. XXX was present by video conference and represented by Deputy Public Defender, XXX, Esq., who was also present by video conference. Dr. XXX and Dr. XXX, court appointed doctors, were present by video conference. Dr. XXX with the XXX was present by video conference.  The Parties stipulated to the admission of Exhibits 1 and 2.  
Based upon the sworn testimony of the doctors, representations by the parties, and the admitted exhibits, the Court, in making its oral findings, finds by clear and convincing evidence that:

The above-named person is a person in a mental health crisis for the following reason(s):

His capacity to exercise self-control, judgment, and discretion in the conduct of his affairs and social relations, or to care for his personal needs is diminished as a result of the mental illness, to the extent that he presents a substantial likelihood of serious harm to   __    himself or   __    others.

THEREFORE, good cause appearing, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the Re-Petition for Court Ordered Involuntary Admission is GRANTED.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the above-named person be placed for inpatient treatment at the following institution:

The Court finds that such admission is the least restrictive treatment which is in the best interest of the person.

The Court further finds it has been proven by clear and convincing evidence that the recommended treatment by his treating physician is the administration of certain psychotropic medications; the patient has refused to consent to the administration of those medications; it has been demonstrated that the benefits of the patient taking the medication outweigh the risks of the same; the patient has not articulated a rational basis for refusing the medication; and appears to be presently incompetent to make a rational judgment about taking the medication.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the HOSPITAL’s request for involuntary administration of the medically recommended medication(s) of a psychotropic medication being administered to XXX to therapeutic dosage is GRANTED for the following reasons. Insert findings 
This Order is interlocutory and shall not become final if the above-named person is unconditionally released within 30 days pursuant to NRS 433A.390. Unless otherwise stated, the period of commitment is for six months from the date of this Order. The above-named person may be unconditionally released prior to such time pursuant to NRS 433A.390.
Pursuant to NRS 433A.390, the facility shall provide the court with written Notice of Discharge not later than three judicial days after release of the above-named person and shall provide the legal guardian with notice at least three days prior to discharging the above-named person, or as soon as practicable prior to release. Pursuant to NRS 433A.390(2), the legal guardian, if applicable, has discretion to determine if the above-named person will be released, taking into consideration any discharge plan proposed by the facility.
