ORDER DENYING PETITION FOR MENTAL HEALTH CRISIS HOLD 

The above-entitled matter came on regularly on XXX, for hearing on a Petition for Mental Health Crisis Hold, filed on XXX. Petitioner XXX appeared by video conference and representing herself. 
The hearing was heard remotely by audiovisual technology pursuant to Nevada Supreme Court Rule Part IX-B.


Sworn testimony was heard from XXX. Based upon the sworn testimony, the pleadings in the file, and with good cause appearing, this Court finds the following. 
Findings of Fact


NRS 433A allows for a spouse, parent, adult child or legal guardian and any other person who has a legitimate interest in the person alleged to be a person in a mental health crisis to apply to a District Court for an order requiring law enforcement to place the alleged person on a mental health crisis hold consistent with NRS 433A.160. The District Court may only issue an order if there is probable cause to believe that the person is in a mental health crisis. 


NRS 433A.0175 states:

“Person in a mental health crisis” defined.
1. “Person in a mental health crisis” means any person:

(a) Who has a mental illness; and

(b) Whose capacity to exercise self-control, judgment and discretion in the conduct of the person’s affairs and social relations or care for his or her personal needs is diminished, as a result of mental illness, to the extent that the person presents a substantial likelihood of serious harm to himself or herself or others, as determined pursuant to NRS 433A.0195.

2. The term does not include any person in whom that capacity is diminished by epilepsy, intellectual disability, dementia, delirium, brief periods of intoxication caused by drugs or alcohol, or dependence upon or addiction to alcohol or other substances, unless a mental illness that can be diagnosed is also present which contributes to the diminished capacity of the person.
NRS 433A.0195 states that a person is deemed a substantial risk to themselves or others if, without care or treatment, the person is at serious risk of: 

1. Attempting suicide or homicide;

2. Causing bodily injury to himself or herself or others; and

3. Incurring a serious injury, illness or death resulting from complete neglect of basic needs for food, clothing, shelter or personal safety.

XXX testified that XXX
Based upon the testimony of XXX, this Court finds that XXX does not meet the criteria as defined under NRS 433A.0175 for him to be placed on a mental health crisis hold. Therefore, the Petition for Mental Health Crisis Hold is hereby denied.
